Preface: The Cambodian Children's Advocacy Foundation Organization (CCAFQ) is a Cambodian Non-
Governmental Organization established in early 2006. The purpose was to create an NGO to provide a means
to educate children, help in the reduction of poverty by addressing it's root causes, and to assist the Cambodian
government in providing services for the most vulnerable segments of Cambodian society. CCAFO strives to
combine early childhood education and foreign language experience (English), varied community development
programs, and economic assistance to address the root causes of rural poverty.

Power comes from respecting the values of
integrity and recognizing the skills of board members that executives and senior officials recognize with strong
faith. The Advisory Board does not have the authority to make decisions, tolerate and approve organizational
policies, and to impose sanctions or remove senior executives and senior officials for serious misconduct.

About roles and responsibilities: Given that the Advisory Board makes such recommendations, the role and
assistance to some of the board is based on the following possibilities:

e Act as a supporter of the organization program in accordance with the statutes recognized by the
Ministry of Interior,
Provide advice in case of evaluation of the organization's operations,
Share knowledge and review the draft policy, annual plan, including budget plan and annual financial
report and other important documents as stated in the above purpose.

The Advisory Board is not responsible for any mistakes or offenses caused by the NGO working group.

About Membership: The Advisory Board is formed by a group of people who have good will and support the
Cambodian Children's Advocacy Foundation Organization to enable accomplish its vision, mission and
objectives. To be a member of the Advisory Board of CCAFO, candidate must meet the following criteria’s:

¢ good reputation

¢ has experiences in management and leadership skill
¢ show commitment to support CCAFO

¢ non-politician

About Mandate: All including chairman may remain in this board as long he/she can. However, he/she can
send a notification if he/she wish to leave the board.
